Additional Requirements:

1. One appearance each year in a general student recital or studio recital is required of majors in this program.

2. Participation in an ensemble is required each semester of enrollment.

3. Students whose primary instrument is piano are required to take MUS 473 (Methods and Materials for Teaching
Piano) and MUS 474 (Piano Literature) in place of 4 credits of non-music electives.

4. Students must earn at least a “C” in any music theory and aural skills course that is a prerequisite for a higher
level course in either subject.
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
